The patient is a 60-year-old gentleman on hospice with endstage CVA. The patient is a 60-year-old and has dense right-sided paralysis, terrible dentition, significant weight loss, PEG tube, wears a Foley catheter, has severe contractures upper and lower extremities, total ADL dependent and he is bowel and bladder incontinent. He suffers from severe muscle wasting and stage II/III decubitus ulcer. He has a KPS score of 40%. He resides in a nursing home. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has had a recent history of pneumonia and, in the past 24 hours, the patient has had bouts of nausea and vomiting with significant amount of residuals on tube feeding. The patient did not have any evidence of bowel obstruction. Most patient’s medications have been discontinued. I spoke to his daughter today who was at bedside. They realized that the patient is less responsive. He has lost the ability to assimilate. His wounds will never be healed and lack of assimilation of food is indicative of end-of-life and this was discussed in detail with the patient’s daughter. The patient continues to decline rather aggressively and remains hospice appropriate with history of endstage CVA.
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
