History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Jermar Scott is a 46-year-old male who reports he injured his right hip at work on 05/05/21. On that occasion, he slipped on a wet floor and struck his hip. He did not go to the emergency room afterwards. He had further evaluation, but remains unaware of his final diagnosis. He did accept physical therapy and a single injection, but no surgery. He is no longer receiving any active treatment.

I am not in receipt of any medical documentation to consider in this matter.

IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 05/05/21, Jermar Scott reportedly slipped on a wet floor and struck his right hip. It is unclear with which providers he may have treated or what diagnostic studies he underwent since there is no documentation supplied. He did have physical therapy and an injection. He presently complains not only of right hip pain, but also lower back pain. The current examination of the hip and back was entirely normal.

There is 0% permanent partial total disability referable to the hip or lower extremities.
