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PEDIATRIC EXAM FOR DISABILITY EVALUATION

History of Present Illness: Andyn Dewayne Simpson is a 10-year-old African American male who was accompanied by his mother and two siblings to the office. He is here with chief complaints of hearing loss. She states there is a family history of hearing loss in that the patient’s father and the patient’s grandfather and all have hearing losses and of the three children Andyn got the hereditary hearing loss and has to wear hearing aids in both the ears. The other problem the patient has is history of asthma. The patient’s mother states he has also slight speech trouble and is going for speech therapy. The patient was wearing hearing aids when the patient was seen in the office today. The patient is a fifth grader. He has not been admitted for asthma, but he has been to the ER and then sent home for asthma.

Operations: None.

Allergies: Include AMOXICILLIN. He is also allergic to potatoes and tomatoes.

Medications: At home, include:
1. Cetirizine.

2. Montelukast.

3. Flonase.

The patient’s mother who was the informant states she works as a property manager of some apartments in Navasota. She is single. She states she does get assistance from father with the kids in keeping them and help raising them. She states he was a week premature vaginal delivery. As he and the other siblings have the same father, the other two did not have the inherited hearing loss. The patient was wearing the hearing aid and was able to hear the conversation. The patient was able to attend and concentrate and persist during the exam. He was comfortable, laughing, joking as his other siblings were also in the room. The patient had no complaint of shortness of breath. The mother states he has had letters from school for him being inattentive, but she states this year has been very good.
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Social History: The patient does not smoke. The mother and father both do not smoke. There is no use of drugs in the family and no use of alcohol. The patient has had lots of testing done and the patient apparently is in the Department of Special Education at Midway Independent School District in Woodway, Texas. This testing was done on 05/11/21, when he was in second grade. The patient was provided with interventions, which included small group instructional support working on reading fluency and reading comprehension. At this time, Andyn was not recommended to be identified as a student with a specific learning disability. The patient has had lot of psychologic testing done. His listening comprehension is 53rd percentile. Oral expression was 42nd percentile. Oral language composition was 47th percentile. The patient was able to demonstrate understanding of sentences with adjective sequences, subordinating conjunctions, indirect requests. He had difficulty understanding more complex sentences with more developed vocabulary with adjectives. Basically, the psychologist states he had average receptive, expressive language skills. The patient was pleasant and cooperative during all speech testing tasks. He exhibited appropriate eye contact, could easily participate in conversations to talk about school, himself and his day and his production of speech was different due to an interdental lisp. The speech was intelligible at the conversational level. His grammar and pragmatic language skills judged to be within normal limits during all conversational tasks. His vocal quality, volume, resonant speech were all judged to be normal and the past school vision screener and his hearing test was not screened because he has hearing aids that he wears on a regular basis and sees an audiologist. Andyn has been diagnosed with attention deficit hyperactivity disorder and takes medications at home and at school. The teacher notes that Andyn struggles with organizing himself and his belongings, struggles with focusing and being attentive, loses his personal items frequently and fails to complete work frequently. Andyn lives with his biological mother and two other siblings and they do not seem to fight amongst each other.

Physical Examination:
General: Reveals Andyn Dewayne Simpson to be a 10-year-old pleasant, smiling, African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. He is not using any cane or any assistive device for ambulation. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 58".

Weight 96 pounds.

Blood pressure 98/68.

Pulse 65 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 99%.

Temperature 96.3.

BMI 20.
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Snellen’s Test: His vision:
Right eye 20/25.
Left eye 20/20.
Both eyes 20/20.

He has hearing aids in both ears.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact. He can move all parts of the body. He can squat, hop, run and tandem walk.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Attention deficit disorder.

2. Asthma.

3. Bilateral congenital hearing loss for which he has to wear hearing aids.

4. The patient is going through speech therapy though his speech currently is intelligible. Apparently, he is now in fifth grade.
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
