Mrs. Vaughn is an 82-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1998. She also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and coronary artery disease. The patient has a history of open-heart surgery with a triple bypass. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day, glipizide 5 mg twice a day and Trulicity 1.5 mg weekly. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any significant episodes of hypoglycemia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 6.9% and my recommendation is to continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day; she takes half dose in the morning and half dose in the evening. Continue Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly and glipizide 5 mg twice a day. Recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.
