Mr. Barquero is a 66-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2012. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, erectile dysfunction, neuropathy, pulmonary nodule and a stroke x 3 in 2014. For his diabetes, he is on Lantus 50 units once daily, glimepiride 4 mg twice a day and pioglitazone/metformin 15/500 mg once daily. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. His diabetes is complicated by neuropathy. His current hemoglobin A1c is 11.3%.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 11.3% and this represents large fluctuations in his blood glucose and severe glycemic excursion. Therefore, I will adjust his diabetic medication and increase his pioglitazone/metformin to 15/850 mg twice a day. Recommend glimepiride 4 mg twice daily and Lantus 50 units once daily and consider changing this is to Soliqua 50 units once daily during his followup visit.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check a current lipid panel.

4. For his coronary artery disease, the patient is status post stroke in 2014. He is also on chronic anticoagulation therapy.
