Mr. Ortiz is a 60-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of his thyroid function. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and type II diabetes. He was noted to have a slightly suppressed TSH of 0.304 and his latest hemoglobin A1c is 9.1%. He is currently on glyburide 5 mg twice daily and Jardiance 25 mg once daily. The patient reports symptoms of fatigue and dry skin.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 9.1%. We will adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on metformin 1000 mg once daily and continue the Jardiance 25 mg once daily and glyburide 5 mg twice a day.

2. For his history of a suppressed TSH and evaluation of his thyroid function, his TSH was 0.304. At this point, my recommendation is to get antibody testing and repeat his thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also get a TPO antibody level, thyroglobulin antibody level and thyroid-stimulating immunoglobulin level.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
