HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 34-year-old female patient. She complains of facial pressure on her left cheek.

She does complain of some additional swelling in that area as well.

No other issues verbalized. The patient does tell me that she is going to have a root canal done in another three weeks. She is experiencing some symptoms of facial cellulitis and having a tooth abscess as well. She was unable to get into her dentist’s office. He has recommended antibiotics for her. However, he did not give her a prescription for that.

No other issues verbalized. No chest pain or shortness of breath. No fevers. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and C-section.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, KEFLEX, and LEVAQUIN.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 99/62. Pulse 94. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 169 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Further examination of the oral cavity does reveal some erythema and swelling to the left upper molar area and sensitive toward touch.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Tooth abscess bordering on facial cellulitis. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. She is going to monitor her symptoms and she will keep her appointment in three weeks for the dentist to proceed with the root canal. I have answered all her questions today.
