HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Mother states that she has sounded congested, mild cough and mother states she has a stuffy nose. No high fevers to speak of. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder function. She is obviously diapered, but mother has noticed no change.

Her play activity is well, interacts with her brothers in a normal extent.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She does interact with me, obviously she is a little one, she cannot talk, but she has good eye contact and allows me to examine her. She does not go through any excessive crying fits when I try to examine her. Mother of course is there to console her.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, left is worse than right. Oropharyngeal area: Very mild erythema, nothing ominous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days. Mother is going to monitor her symptoms and then return back to clinic for followup if needed.
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
