HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old male patient. He complains of left pinkie toe seems to be bothering him, he has got a bump on it. So, he states he wants it evaluated today.

In reality, he has a wart on that toe right next to the nail bed.

It looks as though it is somewhat subungual viral wart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking or secondhand smoke.
This patient has no other complaint today. Well nourished and well developed. No chest pain or shortness of breath. No respiratory issues. No GI issues as well.

This patient has a very active lifestyle and plays sports.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/81. Pulse 82. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 166 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left foot, the small toe, as stated above, he does have what appears to be a wart right next to the nail bed on the lateral side.

Approximate size is 4 mm in diameter.

We do not have liquid nitrogen here at the moment. We are in the process of getting that. I can get that refilled. He can return to clinic at that point.
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I have told him as well he could use over-the-counter products. Mother as well as the patient are willing to do that.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Viral wart. The patient will obtain Compound W over-the-counter as well as Freeze Off product for removing warts; they seem to work well.

2. If he is unsuccessful, at that point, he will return to clinic.
