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Face-to-face evaluation

An 83-year-old woman originally from Jamaica on hospice currently with history of end-stage Parkinsonism. The patient also has had urinary tract infection, lives with her daughter Johnnie and had a KPS score of 40%.
Since last certification, the patient has lost 2.5 pounds. The biggest change has been her change in blood pressure. The patient has developed orthostatic hypotension which is common in patients with end-stage Parkinsonism.

For this reason, the patient’s blood pressure medication has been reduced which has helped her dizziness.

She was at a high risk of fall now with hypotension. She is even at a high risk of fall related to orthostasis related to her end-stage Parkinsonism.

She also has chronic aspiration which has also worsened along with decreased appetite, ADL dependency, confusion, change in mentation, shuffling gait, and bowel and bladder incontinence.

Other morbidities include colon cancer, dementia, hypertension, which now requires less medication because of orthostasis and neuropathy.
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
