The patient is seen followup at the nursing rehab today.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was reported by the nursing staff that he was anxious earlier in the morning and with periodic agitations keep asking she has some stuff to get from her home when I came to see her she is more cooperative. At this point, she is not very agitated and somewhat anxious. No nausea. No vomiting. Feeling weak and tired.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative and lying on the bed. No distress noted.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/56, pulse 86, temperature 97.8 F, respiration 18 and pulse ox is 100%.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.
Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: There is no calf tenderness.
Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative. Somewhat anxious, but cooperative. No agitation reported.
ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has pancreatic mass.
2. Extensive liver metastasis and lung nodule.
3. Anxiety.
4. Generalized weakness.
5. Diabetes mellitus.
PLAN OF CARE: At this point, I will continue all her current medications. I have discussed with the nursing staff and the patient will give her lorazepam 1 mg p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. if needed for anxiety, but at this point, she is not agitated if she gets agitated or delirium, we may try low dose Seroquel and the patient is DNR/DNI comfort care. No aggressive workup at this point.
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
