In the meantime, we will continue all her current medications. The patient is taking rosuvastatin 40 mg daily, Tylenol Extra Strength 500 mg twice a day, gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d. for pain and aches, Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., Dulcolax suppository every three day p.r.n. for constipation, amlodipine 5 mg daily, duloxetine 20 mg daily for depression, Pradaxa 150 mg b.i.d., multivitamin daily, Cozaar 100 mg daily, diclofenac sodium gel 1% p.r.n. topical for the right knee. I have discussed care plan with the patient and also with the NP at the nursing facility and I also spoke to Dr. Ravi for followup breast cancer.
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
