SUBJECTIVE: The patient is sitting on the chair. He denies any headache or dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. No cough. No congestion. The patient has significant history of recurrent DVT, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of seizure in the past, and hyperparathyroidism.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. He is on MiraLax 17 g daily. He is on DuoNeb treatment q.4h. p.r.n. for wheezing. He is also on fluticasone, umeclidinium, vilanterol Aerosol one inhalation daily for COPD, metformin 500 mg one time daily for diabetes, trazodone 100 mg daily for depression and anxiety, pravastatin 40 mg daily, Dulcolax suppository every three days p.r.n. for constipation, omeprazole 20 mg daily, MS Contin 30 mg b.i.d. for chronic pain, magnesium oxide one tablet daily supplement, oxycodone/Tylenol 10/325 mg one tablet q.4h. p.r.n., vitamin D 1000 units daily, Myrbetriq 50 mg daily, fish oil capsule daily, Prevagen oral capsule 10 mg daily supplement, he is on insulin glargine 18 units every day, Xarelto 10 mg daily, Sensipar one tablet daily, and Lasix 20 mg daily.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and cooperative.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 72, temperature 97.9 F, and respiration 18.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.
