REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. No diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 84, temperature 97, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.
Lungs: No wheezing. No rale.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left side weakness and chronic dermatitis changes in the legs.

Neuro: He is awake and lying on the bed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with CVA.

2. Seizure disorder.

3. History of intraparenchymal hemorrhage. Currently, his blood pressure is controlled.
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PLAN:  We will continue all his current medications at local skin care. Fall precautions. I have reviewed the medications. I have reviewed the labs hemoglobin A1c is 5.2, lipid panel, cholesterol 184, HDL 40, LDL 117, and triglyceride 113. I have discussed with the nursing staff. No other issues reported today. We will continue current care.
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
