CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup of both big toe pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had an x-ray of the foot especially on the left side. There is no abnormality noted. The patient has prominent first metacarpotarsal joint and he has pain only upon exertion and it is not red. The patient’s uric acid level was normal.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Bilateral big toe examination reveals tenderness of the first metacarpotarsal joints and they are more prominent on the left than the right and there are no skin changes and there are no open wounds. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
