History: I had seen Wanda Turner about 10 days ago. She had returned from a church trip to Peru Country and she had lot of upper respiratory infection and signs of upper respiratory infection and wanting to get started on amoxicillin because she states that is the only antibiotic that works. I reviewed her med list and it looks like she may have acute bronchitis with an atypical organism. If she were really needing antibiotics, I would change it to doxycycline and little touch of steroid. She came in because of severe right ear pain. I examined the right ear and the left ear and I did not see any evidence of any infection, probably because she has eustachian tubes that go inside her ear and they may have swollen giving rise to the problem. So, she is agreeable to take doxycycline for 10 days and a tapering dose of oral prednisone. I will see her in the office in a month or earlier. I have also advised the patient an ENT consult. The patient has seen ENT in the past and cleaned her ear, but I examined both ears and there was no evidence of wax in any ear.
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
