The patient was brought in by mother. She states that he has been acting lethargic the past couple of days, missed school yesterday. He does not have any other symptoms or complaints. No indication of temperatures or other physical manifestations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of autism and adult attention deficit disorder by history with no medications listed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is ambulating, responsive to verbal stimuli with gestures in his face, but not speaking. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Appeared to be within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Appeared to be within normal limits. Skin: Appeared to be within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient had flu and COVID tests performed, both of which were negative. Mother was advised to continue observation for signs of fever or illness. Follow up as needed. He should be able return to school in the next day or two.
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
