DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a followup appointment for this 90-year-old white male that has a history of type II diabetes present for 20 years. The patient was recently admitted to hospital with bilateral DVT and had a gastrointestinal bleed and an inferior vena cava filter was placed and the patient could not take anticoagulation. During the hospital stay, the patient developed acute deterioration of the kidney function. The GFR went down to 39 mL/min. Currently, during this visit, the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.2 mg/dL and the estimated GFR is up to 57 mL/min. The amount of proteinuria is minimal. The patient is feeling much better and has lost 2 pounds of body weight.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been under fair control.

3. The patient has bilateral DVT status post inferior vena cava filter.

4. History of gastrointestinal bleed with anemia. The patient is taking iron. The hemoglobin has increased from 11.3 on 09/10/2023, up to 12.4. The patient is advised to continue taking the iron supplementation.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes evaluating the laboratory workup, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
