DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Mr. Gable is a 62-year-old male that is at the NeuroRestorative Facility in Wauchula, Florida and has been referred by Dr. Benjaminson for evaluation of the kidney function. The patient has a history of seizure disorder, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, sleep apnea and atraumatic brain injury that is manifested as seizures. The laboratory workup that was sent includes serum creatinine that was 1.20 mg/dL and estimated GFR is 68 that is consistent with CKD stage II. Unfortunately, we do not have a urinalysis. We do not have the quantification or qualification for protein and we do not have an ultrasound of the kidney in order to complete the assessment. One interesting finding is since July the blood sugar has increased significantly from 100 to 235 on 10/19/2023, and the patient has polyuria and polydipsia. This patient is a diabetic and should be started on treatment. The suggestions are diabetic diet instruction to the patient and followup and start him on metformin 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. However, we have to validate the suggestion with the referring doctor.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control and is under treatment.

3. Hypothyroidism that is under therapy that is treated with levothyroxine.
4. The patient has a history of traumatic brain injury. He has seizure disorder. He is taking carbamazepine and clonazepam.

5. Hyperlipidemia treated with atorvastatin and fenofibrate.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on H2 inhibitors.

7. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to smoking. The patient stopped smoking in 1994.

8. Pertinent laboratory workup was ordered. We are going to reevaluate the case after the lab.
