Left-sided abdominal pain, paraplegia, sacral decubitus ulcer, and T7 and T8 vertebra fracture after the fall.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient needs total care due to paraplegia.  His abdominal wound from previous surgery is slowly healing and it looks clean.  We will do CT of the abdomen because of left lower quadrant pain, which is new for the last week or so, but he is hemodynamically stable.  He is eating and drinking well.  He has normal bowel movements.
