CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain, followup for step infection of the throat, and followup for obesity.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she was treated for strep pharyngitis and she finished antibiotic last week the patient is feeling better. There is no sore throat; however, the patient has left earache. There is no ear discharge. The patient denied any fever, chills, or dizziness.
The patient also stated that she tried different medications for weight loss, but did not work and the patient is going to be referred to endocrinologist for Wegovy injection weekly. The patient has a history of resection of the adrenal gland for pheochromocytoma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for adrenal surgery for pheochromocytoma in 1997. Also the patient had COVID infection last year.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widow and the patient lives by herself. She has two adult children. The patient has no history of smoking, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the left ear without any perforation or discharge. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory.
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
