CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness and tingling of the low back.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his pain in the low back due to fall is improving, but for past three to four days has tingling and numbness and sometimes sharp discomfort on the low back. The patient has fracture of the transverse process of the lumbar spine and he has orthopedic appointment in next few days. The patient stated that his low back pain is less and is ambulating better.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, legs pain, calf swelling, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and lumbar forward flexion is not painful at 90 degrees. There are no vesicular lesions of the skin.
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
