MARTINEZ, AMADA
Ms. Martinez is a 93-year-old woman with history of heart failure, also suffers from dementia, with some behavioral disturbances, hypertension, type II diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypothyroidism, and weakness. The patient is more forgetful, has dementia, less aware of her surrounding, has demonstrated decreased appetite and weight loss of 5 pounds which I believe it is more because she does have some fluid retention, confusion because of hypoperfusion, generalized weakness for the same reason. She is not longer able to recognize her family. She has a KPS score of 40%, no longer able to walk. She lives with her family who is also her primary caregiver at home. She is now becoming total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent.

The patient also most likely has less than six months to live.
