History: Ms. Shaw is a 41-year-old pleasant white female who is here to refill her medicine for attention deficit. She tells me today she has been promoted as a manger to oversee three or four rental companies which she is working for. So, she has a good job and is happy about that. The second thing is she states she made two Integrity Urgent Care visits where she was each time seen by a PA and, in September, she was told she had pneumonia, she was given doxycycline and some Codeine cough syrup. A few days later, the patient states she was driving and had sudden onset of severe pain in her lower abdomen. The patient had to pull it over on the side. She was closer to Integrity Urgent Care. So, she ended up going to the Integrity Urgent Care where she was examined. The patient has had a kidney stone in the past. She was given medicines and sent home. She was told that she did have a kidney stone, but she states she never had any further pain. She got ketorolac 10 mg on 10/26/23, which she did not get it filled. We will get the records from the Urgent Care. Texas PMP checked. I have refilled her dextroamphetamine-amphetamine 20 mg once a day, #30. The patient states after everything gets settled she will be able to work from home watching everybody’s progress on a computer and get a better salary. The patient is excited about her role as the manager of several of the rental properties. She is going to be seen in the office in a month. Today, however, she tells me she had a severe sinus infection. She has got burning over her nostrils and increased cough and sinus drainage. I told her she has been sick almost three times in the past four to six weeks and I would prefer if I gave her doxycycline along with short tapering course of steroids that will get her well. I told her to come in earlier than a month if not feeling better. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
