History: Mr. Green is a 62-year-old African American male who was brought to the office by the niece. Apparently, he does not have a PCP; he cannot have a PCP because of his badmouthing and bad words when he speaks and all he comes to the office is stating he wants meds “and I have nothing to do with anything else”. I had seen him because I take care of his sister and the sister brought him requesting he be seen. The patient was seen. He was instructed by his family not to speak and at least try to get medicines refilled. The patient has history of using drugs, history of being noncompliant, history of being noncooperative, history of stating bad words to the doctors, badmouthing people and has no respect for any physician who sees him. So, the patient was admitted to the hospital where he apparently stayed one day and, when he came to the office, I asked him as to what had happened to him when he was hospitalized, his answer was “they put me in for no reason”. Then, he started badmouthing and stating obnoxious words for every physician who took care of him including me and, at that time, I told him that it is not going to be possible for me to take long-term care, I can give him medicines for 30 days, but then he will have to find somebody else and his reason was doctors are dime a dozen and he will try to find somebody else and that he did not care. So, as you see, we took his vital signs. I continuously several times told him the importance of getting checked as he is on multiple medicines or he is not going to be able to make it, not to use drugs or alcohol and he states that was not of my business to tell him what to do. His drug screen was positive. He uses cocaine. He has a left ventricular thrombus. He is a sickly guy who just visits the ER when he runs out of his medicines. It is unfortunate that I accepted the patient and I am seeing him barely once or twice. I spent a lot of time to fight his badmouthing, but when he continued we had to let him go. I am sending whatever I have done on him so far. We even called the UnitedHealthcare insurance physician that was on the card to find him another physician, but they stated it is the patient’s job to call and that they were of no help to me in finding another physician.
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
