Mr Wiggins is a 60-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2004. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and coronary artery disease with triple bypass surgery, BPH, peripheral vascular disease and peripheral arterial disease. For his diabetes, he is on Lantus 10 units once daily plus fast-acting insulin based on a sliding scale. The patient is waiting for his Dexcom. It has missing cards. He reports occasional blurry vision. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He reports his weight is stable.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, we are going to adjust the diabetic regimen and place him on Soliqua 15 units once daily and hold the Lantus therapy. We will continue his fast-acting insulin based on a sliding scale and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel. He is on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

4. For his coronary artery disease, he has history of triple bypass surgery. Continue to follow up with primary care provider and cardiologist.

5. Follow up with primary care provider, Mrs. Melissa Cole, in Tampa.
