Mr. Chacko is a 76-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2010. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and BPH. His current hemoglobin A1c is 8.7%. He is on glimepiride 4 mg twice daily, Janumet 50/1000 mg twice a day and he restarted Farxiga 10 mg once daily about a week ago. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He reports occasional blurry vision.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.7%. The patient was restarted on Farxiga 10 mg once daily about a week ago. We will give him a chance to see if this improves his glycemic control and we will continue the glimepiride 4 mg twice daily and Janumet 50/1000 mg twice a day.

2. I will also prescribe the FreeStyle Libre 2 continuous glucose monitor system and review the results after we download his glucose data during his followup visit.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. For his BPH, continue current therapy.

6. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Cordoba.
