Mr. Eder is a 77-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes several years ago. He also has a history of hypertension, chronic kidney disease stage III, COPD, asthma three brain surgeries for meningioma and he also has anemia requiring iron infusions; he is followed by Dr. Ahmed at the Cancer Center. The patient is currently on Farxiga 5 mg once daily. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.5%. He uses the Dexcom for continuous glucose monitoring and his average blood glucose is 137 mg/dL and he is in target range about 94% of the time. For breakfast, he usually eats eggs that are poached or some avocado toast. He generally eats healthy meals throughout the day.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 5.5%. His average blood glucose is 137 based on Dexcom average glucose readings. We will recommend Farxiga 10 mg once daily and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his continuous glucose monitoring, he is on the Dexcom G7. We downloaded his data and his average blood glucose is 137 mg/dL and he is in target range 94% of the time.

3. For his chronic kidney disease stage III, he has an appointment with Dr. Oliveros next week.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

6. For his history of COPD, follow up with primary care provider.

7. For his history of anemia, he is getting iron infusions through Dr. Ahmed’s office.

8. For his history of meningioma, he had three brain surgeries. Continue to follow up with the neurologist.
