Mrs. Jamison is a 42-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in 2023. She reports a remote history of hypertension. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She reports her weight has been stable. She reports some thinning of her hair. She reports a regular menstrual cycle. She had a thyroid ultrasound dated 08/04/2023, indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 6.8 x 4.1 x 5.5 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 5 x 5 x 10 mm. She denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, she had a thyroid ultrasound done on 08/04/2023, with a large dominant nodule on the right measuring 6.8 x 4.1 x 5.5 cm and another on the left measuring 5 x 5 x 10 mm. My recommendation is to get surgical consultation to remove the dominant nodule on the right. In the meantime, I will order an FNA biopsy of this nodule and review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

2. She will be due for a followup thyroid ultrasound in August 2024.

3. For general medical exam, I will get a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel and a CBC.

4. I will also check a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.
