Mr. Fitzgerald is an 85-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of his multinodular goiter. He has a history of hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, anemia, sleep apnea, epilepsy and seizure disorder, BPH, prostate cancer and hyperglycemia. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and some weight loss. He denies any changes in his mood. He denies any palpitations. He reports some hair loss.

Plan:

1. For his multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done in August 2023, indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 0.4 x 0.3 x 0.3 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 0.5 x 0.3 x 0.5 cm At this time, my recommendation is to continue to monitor as these all are subcentimeter nodules and at this point my recommendation is to get a followup thyroid ultrasound in August 2024 to assess the status of the thyroid nodule.

2. I will also check a thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T3 and free T4 level.

3. I will also get a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

5. For his coronary artery disease, continue current therapy and follow up with primary care provider.
