Mrs. Gomez Ortiz is a 58-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism in February 2023. She also has a history of asthma, osteoarthritis, GERD and gallbladder removal. For her hyperthyroidism, she is currently on propylthiouracil 50 mg three times per day. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and weight changes that go up and down. She reports some mood swings and hair loss. She reports some GI intolerance to the PTU therapy. She had a thyroid ultrasound at Highlands Regional on 09/28/2023.

Plan:

1. For her hyperthyroidism management, I will check a current TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check her for Graves disease checking a TSI level and a TSH receptor antibody level. In addition, I will check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

2. The patient reports intolerance to PTU 50 mg three times a day. She reports some GI intolerance related to significant diarrhea while on this medication, and as a result, I will switch her to methimazole 10 mg twice a day and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

3. For her GERD, we will see if this is related to the PTU therapy and therefore we will switch her to the methimazole therapy.

4. For her multinodular goiter, she had a thyroid ultrasound done on 09/28/2023, and we are awaiting the results from Highlands Regional; they will be faxing the results to us.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
