HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here in followup for emergency room.

The patient stated he had allergic reaction after taking amoxicillin and was seen in the emergency room and stated that they advised him to come over here for followup so he can receive a consult to an allergist to see if he is truly allergic to amoxicillin. The patient stated that on second occasion, he took amoxicillin and similar rashes and itching started. So, he thinks he is allergic to amoxicillin and stated after discussion with him that he does not think he needs to see an allergist. He thinks it was confirmed twice that he is allergic to penicillin.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 128/76.

Pulse 60.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.
NOSE: Congested. No discharge noted. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

THROAT: No edema. No erythema. Uvula is midline and mobile.

EARS: Normal TMs. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Followup from the emergency room for suspected penicillin allergies.
2. Erectile dysfunction.

3. Allergies.

PLAN: The patient requested to change his erectile dysfunction medication from sildenafil to Cialis. He states he do not think sildenafil is working for him. He was sent home with the following:
1. Hydroxyzine 50 mg. He was advised to take one p.o. b.i.d., not to operate vehicles after taking this medication. He will use most of it however for prophylaxis just in an event he had an allergic reaction.

2. Cialis 10 mg, he will take one p.o. daily before coitus. He was given #30. He was advised not to use this medication excessively. He must take it only once daily and that is one pill once daily. He states he understands and will comply.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
