HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 6-year-old young man came in yesterday because of stomach pain and sore throat. He got a prescription for Amoxil. His mother said he did not sleep all night because of sore throat. His strep test was negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Amoxil.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: Exposure to smoking none.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. He has no issues with sepsis, tachycardia and/or toxicity. He is taking Amoxil, has had two doses.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 56 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 87.

HEENT: The posterior pharynx reveals slightly red tonsils, but the source of pain are herpangina type lesions on the left side of tonsillar crevice which I believe is causing his pain.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Stomatitis.

2. Herpangina.

3. Pharyngitis.
4. Mother wants a shot. I told them shots not going to help this condition, it is a viral issue. So, I gave him Motrin for pain. Continue with Amoxil. Then, I made him a tonic of Benadryl and Maalox 1:1 ratio to use one to two teaspoon to gargle with every six to eight hours for pain and stay with clear liquid and this should improve in the next three days.

5. To come back and see me in three days if not better.
6. Once again, the child is not septic and he is alert, awake and in no distress.
