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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 80-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease stage II and hypertension. The patient has been in very stable condition. She has been asymptomatic. In the most recent laboratory workup that was done on 10/26/2023, the serum creatinine was found at 0.92 mg% and the estimated GFR is 63, which is consistent with CKD II. The patient does not have any evidence of proteinuria. There is no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 152/48. The body weight is 191 pounds. The BMI is 29. The patient has lost 3 pounds of body weight in about six months. She is advised to continue losing weight.

3. Iron-deficiency anemia that is treated at the Florida Cancer Center and infusions of iron were given. The most recent hemoglobin was 12. The patient looks better and she has moderate energy even though she stated that she never felt bad.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. History of sick sinus syndrome status post permanent pacemaker. The patient is followed by the cardiologist at AdventHealth.
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
