Chronic leg pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he is still having significant leg pain. Mostly in the left thigh.  The left leg has been weak.  He tells me that he is not getting stronger.  However, he is not feeling weaker either.
IMPRESSION
1. Chronic lumbar radiculopathy bilateral at L4 and L5 levels.  This may contributes to the muscle atrophy in the legs.
2. The patient in the past had elevated CPK level.  The patient is seeing a rheumatologist.  The patient tells me that he had muscle biopsy in the left calf before.  However, he does not know the results.
RECOMMENDATIONS:

2. His CPK continues to be elevated, may consider muscle biopsy of the left thigh.  He seems to have lot of pain symptoms in the left thigh.  The muscle biopsy will be definitively rule out inflammatory myopathy or myositis.
