CHIEF COMPLAINT
The patient is a 59-year-old male, with chief complaint of headaches.  The patent has Botox done before.  The Botox has been working for him very well.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
He tells me that the Botox has completely resolved his headaches.  He is no longer having headaches.  The patient feels his headache is completely resolved with the Botox infections.  There are no side effects.  There is no facial droopiness.  The patient has diplopia.  The patient presented today for another Botox injection.
The patient also denies any seizures.  Denies seizure convulsions.  The patient is taking medications for seizures and gabapentin.

IMPRESSION
1. Chronic symptom headache, since the cerebral aneurysm surgery.  The patient has constant left-sided headache.  Since the Botox injection, his headache resolved.  He is no longer having headaches.  He tells me the Botox is very effective.
2. History of cerebral aneurysm status post clipping surgery in 1991 in UC Davis.  There was intracranial hemorrhage from the aneurysm according to the patient.
3. Seizure disorder since surgery.  The patient has been taking gabapentin and has not had any seizures for the last few months.  He denies any significant side effects.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. I will perform Botox injection today.  Risk and benefits were explained to the patient.

3. Botox injection was successful.  There are no complications.

4. I will recommend the patient to continue gabapentin 600 mg t.i.d.

5. Continue Depakote ER 500 mg b.i.d.

6. Also recommend the patient continue followup in three months, for another Botox injection, for the headache.
