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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in 2011.  The patient was in Seymour Johnson Air Force Base in North Carolina.  The patient is on a flight line.  The patient tells me that he was struck above the right eye by a spring loaded tool bar.  The patient tells me that tool bar hit just above the right eye.  The patient tells me that he immediately fell to the ground and loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke up, the patient has confusion, disorientation and severe headaches.  The patient was taken to the hospital and had stitches about the right eye.
The patient has significant headaches.  The patient tells me since the injury, the patient has almost everyday headaches.  The patient tells me that he has memory loss.  The patient has depression.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient has migraines.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has been taking propranolol, gabapentin, fluoxetine, and Botox for these headaches.

The patient is currently in school.  However, the patient tells me that he need to take some time off from school because of his chronic headaches.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his study.  He is not able to concentrate.  He is not able to focus because of the headaches and memory loss.  His memory loss is affecting to perform well in school.  The patient is not able to remember a lot of things.
It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2011, in Seymour Johnson Air Force Base in North Carolina, the patient was struck to the right eye by a spring loaded tool bar.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient since then has significant headaches, light sensitivity, memory loss, depression, and mood swing.  The patient has been taking multiple medications.  It is my opinion that the chronic headaches, light sensitivity, memory loss are likely common signs and symptoms from traumatic brain injury.
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
