He tells me the shockwave began knock him out, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe headaches.

The patient currently has significant headaches.  He has throbbing pain in the head almost everyday.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has difficulty to see with light.  The patient has sound sensitivity and light sensitivity.  The patient is also ringing in the ears.  The patient has been taking Motrin, Imitrex, and Tylenol as needed.  The patient tells me with the headaches, he has to lie down a lot.  The patient can feel sick for days at a time.  The patient needs to be in room in silence.  Otherwise, he would have severe headaches.  The patient has difficulty focus and concentrate.
The patient is currently permanently disabled.  He tells me that he has injury in the legs and then he is not able to work.
