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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2011, at Kyrgyzstan.  The patient tells me that he was on an airfield in aircraft, C-17, opened the door.  The door staircase, suddenly landed on top of his head.  The patient tells me that he immediately fell to the ground.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient was bleeding from the head.  The patient was taken to medical bay.  The patient has stitches on the left side of the forehead.  The patient did not feel right.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.
Since the event, the patient has severe headaches.  The patient has difficulty with memory.  The patient has difficulty with focus.  The patient has decrease ability to read.  The patient is unable to remember a lot of things.  He has mood swings.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient has difficulty to focus.

The patient is currently a branch manager for Drywall Company.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting him to do his job.  The patient tells me there is difficulty to focus at the time of work.  He is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient has mood swings.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to learn new duties.  He has lot of difficulty with learning.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2011, the patient was in Kyrgyzstan, the patient tells me that in airplane, C-17, opened the door, in the staircase came down, and hit directly on top of his head.  He had some stitches.  There are some scar tissues on the left frontal head.  The patient has severe headache.  At that time, the patient has confusion and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has difficulty reading.  His memory is poor.
It is my opinion that the headaches, memory deficits, confusion, and disorientation are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
