Dear Dr. Mravcak:

Thank you for referring Ms. Veronica Lowe for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient is a 34-year-old female who was recently admitted to Hoboken University Hospital because of abdominopelvic pain. She had been treated at Jersey City Medical Center with intravenous and oral antibiotic therapy for an abscess in the pelvis she was diagnosed back in August 2023. She failed outpatient therapy with oral antibiotics, and on October 6th, she was admitted to Hoboken University Medical Center with severe abdominal pain and was found to have a pelvic abscess.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a past medical history of endometriosis, fibroid uterus and pelvic abscess. She denies any history of STDs. No history of hypertension, diabetes, heart disease, liver cancer, or any other medical problems.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Positive for multiple surgical procedures including removal of cysts and fibroids in the past by Dr. Musha. In 2022, she had a fallopian tube removed at Englewood Hospital presumably for a tuboovarian abscess.
MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is 34 years old. She has no children at this time. She does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for breast and cervical cancer as well as prostate cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Reveals a thin well-nourished female.

VITAL SIGNS: Height 5’7”. Weight 111 pounds. Blood pressure 110/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18.

HEENT: Head: Normal. Ears: Normal. Nose: Normal. Throat: Normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender except for mild tenderness in the suprapubic area. There is no mass. No guarding. No rebound.
NEUROLOGICAL: Unremarkable.

LABORATORY EVALUATION: Unfortunately, no biopsy or cultures were taken.
According to the history, Interventional Radiology told that the abscess was not amenable to drainage. Based on this, the patient was started on intravenous ertapenem 1 g IV daily and will be continued on that. Followup CT pelvis is pending. The patient is strongly encouraged to follow up with Gynecology in the future. Labs will be taken on a regular basis. The patient will follow up with you on completion of IV antibiotic therapy.
Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
