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William Norris continues to follow up in the office for type I diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

His blood sugar control continues to fluctuate as he adjusts the insulin delivery through the pump.

Current Medications: Insulin R U-500 approximately 80 units per day via the pump, simvastatin 20 mg daily, albuterol inhaler, and budesonide inhaler.

General review was unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated at this time.

On examination, weight 208 pounds, blood pressure 120/80, and BMI is 32. Examination of his thyroid gland is normal. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs are clear. The peripheral examination is grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c 7.5%.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes without microvascular complications and fair control on insulin pump therapy.

Adjustments are made to the insulin pump as his Dexcom CGM has been downloaded. Total adjustments to the insulin now results in him taking 90 units per day via the pump.

Followup visit in four months’ time.
