MARVAN, GUADALUPE
This is an 82-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. He also suffers from COPD, renal failure and DJD. The patient’s heart failure is both acute and chronic. He is 82 years old. He is short of breath at all times. He is weak. He has lost weight 3 pounds. He has cardiac cachexia and signs of fluid overload with edema and JVD and because of his chronic heart failure he has become disoriented to place, time and person most likely because of chronic hypoxemia and decreased cardiac output. His granddaughter Veronica is the primary caregiver here. The patient also has an amputation of right leg after knee replacement. He is bed bound, ADL dependent. KPS score is 40% and the patient is expected to do poorly, meets the criteria for hospice care and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
