SALAZAR, MARIA
Ms. Salazar is a 99-year-old lady currently on hospice with history of heart failure. She is 99 years old. She is short of breath at all times. She is not eating. She is confused. She has memory loss and dementia along with most of the time spending her time in bed. She bed bound, unable to ambulate any longer. She used to ambulate with a cane. She is now 6/6 ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires position changing every two hours. She suffers from cardiac cachexia because of her congestive heart failure and decreased appetite, and has shortness of breath along with pain that requires attention around the clock. The patient has a KPS score of 40% and expected to do poorly especially with the above-mentioned findings. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
