YAKIM, BERYL
Beryl is a 95-year-old lady currently on hospice with pulmonary embolus, COPD, and Cor pulmonale. Her comorbidities include CVA. She is alert to only person now. She can sometimes remember where she is, but most of the time she cannot. Because of the pulmonary embolus as well as a history of stroke, she continues to decline with decreased mentation, decreased weight, appetite and ADL dependency. Her daughter Nancy is her primary caregiver who tells us that she is more confused and requires 24-hour care now and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a KPS score of 40%. She can no longer stand where she was able to do in the last certification and requires a change in position. Her weight loss is 2.5 pounds related to decreased appetite and her worsening condition. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live.
