CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of epigastric pain and heaviness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he stopped omeprazole three to four weeks ago and after that he started feeling heaviness in the epigastrium, sometimes heartburn and the patient denied any nausea or vomiting, and there was no change in the bowel habits or stool color. The patient has history of gastritis and was seen by gastroenterologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, vomiting, chest pain, shortness of breath, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals minimal tenderness in the epigastrium otherwise unremarkable. There is no organomegaly and bowel sounds are active.
