CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided weakness and some stiffness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and she stated that the patient has stiffness on the right side of the upper and lower extremities due to stroke and he had a history of carotid artery stenosis and he is on Plavix 75 mg once a day. The patient has done physical therapy last year and she is requesting PT & OT.
