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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old female that is coming here on urgent basis. She went to a hospital five days ago with right flank pain sudden onset. After investigation, she was found with a proximal right ureter 4 mm kidney stone. The patient was given IV fluids, painkillers, muscle relaxants and stayed in the emergency room apparently for more than 36 hours, then she was admitted and, when she was evaluated by the urologist, Dr. Pobi, the retrograde was entertained, however, since the patient was getting better, she was reluctant to accept the modality of treatment and, for that reason, she was discharged with an appointment with a suggestion to see Dr. Pobi soon. She decided to come to this office and she states that the pain has disappeared and, to the physical examination, I did not find any signs of hypertension, any signs of distress. She is tolerating the diet. Yesterday, she had a very constipated bowel movement. She is feeling better today. Since that is the situation, we are going to repeat the CT scan and repeat the laboratory workup. There was no evidence of acute deterioration of the kidney function. The serum creatinine went up to 1.4 and the GFR was in the upper 30s and she is usually in the 50s. We are going to see and reevaluate the case right after the tests be done. The patient was explained about the plan. She agrees to the condition by the same talking. I advised the patient to go back to the hospital in case of severe reactivation of the pain.
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
