CC: Medication change requested.
HPI: A 77-year-old seen in room. She spends 90% of her time in her room to include for meals. If she needs assistance with cleaning or laundry, she is able to ask staff for that. We had recently discussed Tylenol ER 650 mg for pain management and she was agreeable with that, but she remembered why I did it that, she also has a 500 mg p.r.n. Tylenol dose and would like that discontinue. The patient status post left knee replacement on 08/09/23. She has had a problem with extension of that leg while there is an improved level of extension it is still not enough that she could ambulate on it. She states however that the pain is less than previously.
DIAGNOSES: Left knee replacement on 08/09/23, HTN, HLD, MCI, history of delusions and sundowning medically treated and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/18/2023.
ALLERGIES: ZOCOR and AMBIEN.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert and pleasant, able to communicate her needs.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/71, pulse 66, respirations 16, temperature 96.8, and weight 167 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around using her wheelchair that she propels without difficulty.
NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Orientations x2 to 3.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management is with Tylenol ER 650 mg, which is q.6h. p.r.n. and TE four tabs q.d.
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
