CC: 90-day note.
HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman seen in room. He shares an apartment with his wife who is also present. The patient is in a hospital bed. He has a PEG tube and is currently receiving Jevity 1.5 and when that runs out I am told it will be Jevity 1.2. He also has a suprapubic catheter with the catheter just being replaced this morning by home health. The patient is alert. Makes eye contact. He is verbal. He is able to give information. He is soft-spoken. His wife will generally speak for him but then he will add any additional comments or correct what was said. He is cooperative to examine. He understands given information. He has had no falls or acute medial events this quarter.
DIAGNOSES: Urinary retention with suprapubic catheter, dysphagia requires PEG tube feedings, cardiac arrhythmia, collagenous colitis, hypothyroid, gout and limited ambulatory capacity requires transfer assist is in a manual wheelchair.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 300 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.h.s., digoxin 0.125 mg q.d., levothyroxine 137 mcg q.d., prednisone 10 mg q.d., Bactrim 20 mL q.d. UTI prophylaxis, scopolamine patch q.3 days that is for oral secretions.
DIET: Currently PEG feedings are Jevity. It is actually right now Jevity 1.2 two cans per PEG q.a.m. and one can per PEG at noon, one can per PEG in the evening.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient awake. Makes eye contact. He is verbal with clear speech.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/84. Pulse 75. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 16. Weight was 150.8 pounds.
CARDIAC: An irregular rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.
RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric excursion.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. PEG tube secure with stoma site clear. No leakage and suprapubic catheter the stoma site is also clear without leakage.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema.
NEURO: Orientation x2-3. Speech is clear. Can make his needs known, understands given information, was watching CNN when we came in. He also reads and keeps himself occupied. He is cooperative with care.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. A 90-day note. Annual labs are due CMP, CBC, uric acid and digoxin level will be drawn.
2. General care. His weight is stable. In August he weighed 152.6 so he has lost about 1.8 pounds, but is still within his target BMI.
3. Social, wife was present, asked questions and made comments about some other things that were interesting.
