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1. BR, 9-year-old with URI. Swab test negative. Dr. Ambe actually gave him a prescription for Dimetapp. They were very happy with the care.

2. TP, 30-year-old, on Amoxil, wanted to be tested for COVID. The COVID test was negative. Continue with Amoxil for URI and fluconazole added for vaginal yeast infection. The patient was happy with the care.
3. HG, 40-year-old Hispanic man with a right eye foreign body. Eye tray was used, foreign body removed. He is doing well. Happy with the care received.

4. AD, 9-month-old baby with URI and cough. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with otitis media. Placed on Amoxil. Mother was very happy with the care.

5. CO, 58-year-old with back pain, history of chronic pain. No recent trauma. Nevertheless, Dr. Ambe ordered a CT which was negative. Diagnosed the patient with back strain. Treated him with tramadol one tablet in the ER, Toradol 60 mg in the ER, and sent him home with naproxen. Left message for the patient to call me back.

6. AC, 56-year-old with URI. Positive COVID. Treated with Paxlovid, Z-PAK, Medrol and guaifenesin. Left message for the patient to call back.

7. LB, 58-year-old with left leg hematoma. CBC, CMP, PT and INR were negative. The patient’s CT scan of the leg does show a soft tissue hematoma. Potassium is 3.1, chemistry normal. Potassium was treated. The patient is doing better. Very happy with Dr. Ambe.

8. WH, 66-year-old gentleman presented with dizziness. Positive history of diabetes. Noncompliance with medications. Cardiac workup negative. CT of the brain negative. The patient was told to watch his blood sugar. Dr. Ambe even gave him a prescription for a new glucometer. He was very impressed with the doctor when I called him today and he is no longer dizzy.
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9. JF, is a 10-year-old with URI. No treatment given. Left message for mother to call back.
10. JF, 46-year-old with heavy menstrual bleeding. The patient’s blood pressure was elevated because of the bleeding and anxiety. CBC, PT, PTT and INR normal. The patient was sent home with no medications. She has an appointment with her PCP on Monday. To reduce the bleeding, either consider hormonal treatment and/or non-hormonal treatment, Lysteda, antiprostaglandin. So, the patient does not have to return to the emergency room for further treatment. Left message for the patient to call me back.

11. ST, 31-year-old with left breast swelling, proved to be an abscess; ultrasound showed the abscess. CBC and CMP negative. White count stable. Treated with Zosyn and Augmentin. Abscess too deep to be drained. The phone number not in service.
12. LW, is a 6-year-old child with blood in the urine. Urinalysis shows positive RBC. Ultrasound of the kidneys and bladder within normal limits. Child was playing tag. He may have had been hit in the kidney area. Father was very happy with the care received.

13. ZK, 14-year-old playing at home fell on his shoulder, developed a clavicle fracture. Given Toradol in the ER and Motrin at home and put in a figure 8 splint. Father was very happy with the care received.
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
